at the Albert Halls, Stirling on Tuesday 1st November 2011.  The group were 
rewarded for their year-round efforts in creating beautiful, clean and green 
neighbourhoods. 
 

Sandbank Community Council, from Dunoon, were awarded with a Developing

This small group is working hard to make improvements to Sandbank, and their 

efforts are visible at many locations throughout the village.  Attractive information 

boards explain the village’s history, and a quarterly newsletter is produced to raise 

awareness of the project. 

 
In its seventh year in Scotland, the It’s Your Neighbourhood campaign is ideally 

suited to volunteer-led community gardening projects or groups who aim to clean up 

and green up their local area, whether it is the estate where they live, a piece of 

communal ground or the space outside a community building.

It is all about 

bringing members of the community together to make a positive change to the place 

where they live, work or spend their leisure time.
