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Five Falkirk Youngsters Win Prizes at
Rotary Young Photographer of the Year Competition

Five youngsters from Falkirk were awarded prizes at an awards ceremony in
Stirling City Chambers on Wednesday 16" June. Liza Loutsenko and Stephanie
Archibald, both from Falkirk, Louisa Foley from Grangemouth, Callum Timms
from Bo’Ness, and Helen Edmund from Denny all walked off with certificates and

vouchers for their photographic efforts.

The Young Photographer of the Year 2010 Competition, which was run by Rotary
International in Scotland and supported by Keep Scotland Beautiful, offered youngsters
who live within Scotland the opportunity to enter their photographs in one of three age
group categories — under 12, 12-15 and 16-18. The theme for this years’ competition
was ‘Are we Waste Aware’, which allowed a broad interpretation of subject matter, and
judges were looking for imagination and style, as well as technical merit, content and

composition.

Liza won second prize in the under 12 year old category for her photo titled ‘Mission
Litter’, Stephanie was placed third in the same age category for her photo called ‘Nature
Fights Back’, Louisa picked up third place in the 12-15 age category for her photo
entitled ‘Litter Bug’, Callum was awarded a Special Mention in the same age category
for his photo titled ‘The Answer’, and Helen went away with second place in the 16-18
category for her photo called ‘Gas canisters. Each prize winner was awarded with a

certificate from Keep Scotland Beautiful and a voucher from Jessops.
