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North Ayrshire Youngster Wins Prize at
Rotary Young Photographer of the Year Competition

group categories — under 12, 12-15 and 16-18. The theme for this years’ competition
was ‘Are we Waste Aware’, which allowed a broad interpretation of subject matter, and
judges were looking for imagination and style, as well as technical merit, content and

composition.

The judges felt that Samuel’s entry, titled ‘Our Saviours’, had grasped the competition’s
theme extremely well and was a very vivid and impressive shot. For his efforts, Samuel
was presented with a certificate from Keep Scotland Beautiful, and also won a £25

voucher from Jessops.
